SUDBURY-NIPISSING RAIL TO TRAIL CORPORATION

INVITATION FOR PUBLIC INPUT
We believe the creation of a shared multi-use, well-maintained community connecting recreational corridor on the abandoned CN rail line between Sudbury and North Bay would promote active living, create tourism opportunities and offer economic benefits to a broad area.  Hikers, horseback riders, cross country skiers, mountain bikers, snowmobilers, and ATV users could use the multiple accesses to this green belt to connect to the thousands of kilometers of forestry roads and enhance a healthy life style through their wilderness experiences.  
Sudbury-Nipissing Rail to Trails was incorporated in the fall of 2005 and its board of directors has representation from the City of North Bay, the Municipality of West Nipissing, the Municipalities of Sudbury East, the City of Greater Sudbury, Trans Canada Trails, Discovery Routes and Rainbow Routes as well as from motorized user groups.

In 2001 CN rail gifted this corridor to the Trans Canada Trail Foundation. At this time TCT became the beneficial owner, with the intention of having it developed as part of the Sudbury-North Bay section of the TCT and for this, it entered in agreements with Discovery Routes of North Bay as well as with Rainbow Routes of Sudbury.  For several years now, other than snowmobile use on parts of this line in the winter months, the public in many ways is using it formally and informally, from transports hauling logs to ATV’s. No one group has been successful in establishing it as a multi-use four- season community connecting recreational corridor. 

The Sudbury-Nipissing Rail to Trails Corporation has hired MMM Group Consulting Services and is inviting public input to help develop a business and marketing plan for the sustainable development of a Linear Recreational Park and Community Connecting Corridor on the former CN rail corridor between North Bay and Sudbury.
